Mr. Alan Albin, Morris Plains Representative, Mrs. Terri Murphy and Mr. Leonard Posey were absent. 
At 6:42 p.m. Dr. Gallerstein moved to go into closed session to discuss legal, negotiation and 
personnel matters.  Ms. Horowitz seconded the motion which carried unanimously with Mr. Albin, 
Mrs. Murphy and Mr. Posey absent.

Summer Plus 2012 Program which will be held from July 2-August 10, 2012 at 


Frelinghuysen Middle School.
A. “Dancing with a Pen” – A Writer’s Workshop for students in grades 7-12.  It will be held July 2 through July 6, 2012.  

B. Great Summers – This is a teenage middle school leadership program (students must have completed grades 7 or 8) that coincides with Summer Plus, July 2, 20120 through August 10, 2012.

SCIENCE/MATH/COMPUTERS

New! COOL MATH 4 KIDS (Gr. 1-6)

In this new cool math program, students will have a blast using computers, games, manipulatives and other activities to reinforce and enhance their skills in math. (Students will be divided into classes by grades.)

New! COMPUTER APPLICATIONS (Gr. 3-8)

In this course, students will learn the in’s and out’s of Microsoft Word, Excel and Power Point.  Students will create letters, charts and slide shows to highlight the skills they are learning.

New! COMPUTER OLYMPICS: Let the Challenge Begin (Gr. 1-8)

NEW THIS YEAR!!

New! GEOFIT – TORCH RUN!  (Gr. 2-6) (AM only)

Students will have a pedometer to track the steps and miles they walk, follow the route the torch took through the United Kingdom and learn about the towns and villages that are sites of Olympic events.
