	Aims:

This lesson enables students to share their experiences of school life including their subjects, exams and classmates. Students will also be able to hold basic conversation commonly used in the class and on the school ground.

	Aims: 

This lesson helps students communicate on topics related to transport. They will be able to talk about methods of transport and their appropriate use.

	Listening comprehension:

Listening to the conversation between Lan Lan and Xiaoli, students should be able to understand it and answer the questions.

Writing:

Imagine you are Dawei and write your diary about your visit to Beijing Zoo. You may include the transportation, the activities and about losing your way.

Class statistics of transport:

Each student tells the class in turns about how he/she travels to school. Class statistics are compiled by each student, e.g. number of students walking or using bus, train, bicycle, etc.

Role play:

Where does everyone go? Students play in groups of four. Each member in the group is given a map and one of the four descriptions. Each student listens to other members in the group describe how they set out for the day to find out their destinations.

Visiting friends: Students work in pairs. Student A invites student B to his/her house for birthday party. Student A describes how to get to his/her house. Student B draws a map, and then shows it to student A to see if they are match.

Visiting Beijing: Students ask for directions to the Great Wall of China. Students should be able to give directions.

Survey: Interview your friends to find out how they travel to school, including: 1. Distance from home to school; 2. Whether (they think) it is far; 3. Method of transport; 4. Length of time required to travel.

Given a picture of Lan Lan’s family members, who are busy starting their day, SWBAT describe the method of transport each person takes.

Given a map and a list of questions, SWBAT read the map and answer the questions.

	My leisure life


	Aims: 

This lesson aims to enable students to talk or write about their after-school life including TV programs, movies, music, plays and sports. They will also learn to express their broad opinions within the topics.

Listening:

Understand the conversations on topics related to after-school life.

Speaking:

· Talking about after-school life, such as hobbies, TV schedule, TV programs, movies, sports, etc.

· Asking about interest

· Inviting someone to do something

· Asking what kind of movie someone likes, etc. 

Writing:
Write a letter to your Chinese pen pal describing your favorite after-school activities.

· Use of “没 mei” to state frequency.

· Use of “不是 bushi…就是 jiushi…” to say either one thing or the other.
