Stage 2:



How will students show what they can do with what they know?

Presentational/Speaking – Option 1

Compare/contrast fashion trends in US versus target language countries.

You are a fashion reporter with E Entertainment on assignment.  You have been given the task of finding out what trends are hot in both the US and other countries.  You must create a side by side pictorial of the different fashions/outfits you find.  You must be able to describe each outfit/trend and summarize the differences and similarities.  USE..the internet, fashion magazines, newspapers etc.. to find your information.

Presentational/Speaking – Option 2

What Not to Wear- You are a tourist walking along the streets of Paris (Rome, Madrid) when suddenly a camera crew approaches you, cameras rolling, to ask you if you would be part of makeover show.   You must create a before & after clothing makeover including the before and after descriptions of clothing, and the accompanying positive change in personal attitude (physical&psychological characteristics).  

Presentational/Speaking – Option 3
Shopping trip 
Pretend you have been invited to an event (dressy dinner, rock concert etc.), you need to shop for the right kind of clothing.  Your mom or dad generously offers you $100.00 to go shopping.  You must greet the salesclerk and tell them what you are looking for (be specific; color, size, the look, cost etc.).   You will make your selection and pretend you are checking out.  When you step out of the store; you are so excited that you want to text your BFF with the cool outfit you just bought. 
Writing -  Option 4
Clothing Diary; Keep a running log for a period of one week explaining in writing what you are wearing each day and present to class.  You must also tell; what the weather is like, where you are going.  You must have at least 7-10 entries.  (Can be used as a homework option to be turned in after a week)

Stage 3:

Formative Assessment activities

Interpersonal Communication Tasks

1. What do you like to wear (when…)? Conversation circles. Students form into an inner and outer circle facing each other.  They ask and respond to questions of what they like to wear, what they wear in different situations and weather conditions, and describe what other people are wearing through picture prompts.

2.  In my overnight bag there is…  In groups of 3, one student pulls out an article of clothing from the bag and states what they found in the bag.  The next student must repeat that sentence and add their own based on what they pull out of the bag.  The activity continues until the bag is empty.

3. Guess who?  Students pick a name out of hat and fully describe and write what that person is wearing from head to toe.  As each student is reading their description, the audience guesses who is being described.  

4. Shopping Excursion.. Create a dialogue with a partner taking on the roles of the shop keeper/client.  Have a realistic conversation on a pretend shopping outing.

5. I say, you draw.. Teacher will read descriptions which may include an entire outfit, price, colors, accessories and clothing items in a boutique.  Student will illustrate and label what they hear.

6. What are they saying?  Read a passage/dialogue about shopping in the target country and respond to comprehension questions.

Recommended Formative Assessment Tasks

· Identify picture flashcards of clothing items and outfits

· Identify real clothing and accessories randomly pulled out of a bag

· Describe what others are wearing; then play guess who? 

· Work in pairs to create and/or practice simple conversations.

· Play games such as Bingo, Around the World, Sink or Save, Jeopardy, Pictionary, 4 Corners (those wearing blue pants go…).
· Interview others to gather information to fill out a form or complete a simple survey. Tea Party etc.
· TPR activities, responding to prompts, such as, “Stand up if you are wearing…”

· Give and/or follow simple directions

· Work in pairs and groups to describe others’ clothing and accessories

· Use flash cards or board/whiteboard activities to demonstrate comprehension, such a flashcard ID, board drills, team competitions, etc. 

· Use picture prompts for oral Q and A 

· Take dictation

· Listen to, or read a passage about various people packing for trips, and then illustrate and label what is being taken on the trips

· Work in pairs or groups to create a simple story or dialogue using pictures, realia, props, etc

· Work in partners on an Internet task to research current trends and clothing establishments in target country 

· Create and label a poster collage of learned vocabulary

· Match written questions with appropriate answers

· Analyze, find cognates, etc with new vocabulary

· Watch authentic video clips highlighting clothing and shopping vocabulary.   Activities during and following video clip may include taking notes in target language, Q&A based on what they have seen and heard.

· Exploring authentic department store websites and view seasonal trends.  Analyzing department store circulars and catalogs in the target language.  

· Pair/share; Conversation Circle - Engage in conversations involving:  Asking and responding to questions about what we like to wear, recommend to wear based on different weather, situations and events (parties, theater etc.).  Ask and respond to questions about how things look.
